-- Work from the 28 foot mark as your base of operations
--(2 person) Donõt be afraid to get on the court and work the arc
-- (2 person) Step DOWN on shots, not out
-- (3 person) Be aware of rotations
-- (2 and 3) Always stay engaged to help with rebounds
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Protecting the Free Throw Shooter

Review of new rules/emphasis

Å Opponent of Free Throw Shooter enters lane and crosses the FT line 
before the shot hits

o NO Contact is made = plane violation

ü Ball goes in ðNO violation is called (preventative: might 
want to advise player and/or coach when possible)

ü Shot is missed ðFT violation; resulting in a re -shoot of FT 

o Contact is made on FT shooter

ü Call as Common Foul (violation and result of foul)

ü If excessive/aggressivecontact is observed ðupgrade to  
intentional or even flagrant foul, if warranted

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È Correctable Error v

-- Definitions of each

È Uniform Rule
-- 2 components: 
1) T-shirt = jersey color 
2) Everything else  = 1 
color  -- white, black, 
beige, or uniform color --
for all players (remember: 
òall for 1 and 1 for alló)

È Inbounding
-- Reach over only  = 
warning (T thereafter)
-- Contact on ball on the 
other (O/B) side of the 
line = Technical foul
-- Contact on inbounder
on other (O/B) side of the 
line = Intentional foul

È Shot Clock
-- When to stop to synch 
with 10 second count 
-- Re-sets on ANY foul
